INTRODUCER REBATE

in the Craft Show feature page published in the local daily newspaper.

We provide free electricity. The allowance for small and medium stands
is 5 amps, and large and extra large stands is 10 amps. All your electrical
equipment MUST be checked regularly and be tagged by a registered
electrician. The show electrician, Warren Norrie, has lights for hire, but
you must book them in advance.

Handcraft suppliers are permitted to sell imported craft supplies.They have the
same conditions as other exhibitors but must demonstrate their products.

DisplyRUES

An attractive display will help your crafts sell, so here’s what you need for a
great look and a successful show!

YOU MUST:

* You must decorate your stand and display your work to a very high

standard.

You must light your stand.

Stand walls and tables MUST BE COVERED TO REACH THE FLOOR
with fabric or some other suitable material. It must not be wrinkled
and all ragged edges must be hidden.

You may fix nails, screws, staples, tape etc to your stand walls but must
remove ALL of them at the end of the show. Failure to do so will incur
a $100 + GST charge. (Continued on page 5)

Keep all extra stock stored
out of sight. If you have a large
amount, we provide storage
areas where the venues allow.
Keep your stand tidy and don’t
give it the lived-in look, eg.
half-empty glasses, food etc.
All storage boxes must

be completely out of sight.
If you cover your floor with
carpet, it must be clean and
vacuumed.

Each stand is supplied with a
site number. You must display
it in a prominent position on
the back wall of your site.
Any signage must be
professionally made.
Paintwork should be fresh — shelves, framing etc.

If your craft includes garments, jewellery or fashion accessories, by all
means wear them and promote your work.

HIRE EQUIPMENT

In most centres you can hire display equipment including carpet,
shelving, clothing racks etc. Check out the Yellow Pages. If you have
any queries or ideas you would like to discuss, contact us on (03)348-0572
or shows@dunkleys.co.nz.

All items for sale on your stand must be made in NZ.Only HANDCRAFT
SUPPLIERS are permitted to sell imported supplies.

Only the types of items listed on your Application Form and represented
by your photographs will be permitted for sale. Unselected work shall
be removed from the show without notice.

* You are responsible for the
delivery, setting up and removal
of all your displays and
materials.

You must have occupied your
stand by 4pm on Set Up Day.
If you are going to arrive after
4pm you must advise us on

Stands must be completely
decorated and set up by the
end of Set Up Day with NO
setting up (apart from
restocking) on show days.

All stands MUST BE OPEN DURING ALL SHOW HOURS and staffed
from 5 minutes prior to the show opening to the public until after the
show closes and the public have left.

You are responsible for the security of your own stand.Venue security

is provided during the periods when the venue has been vacated by all

exhibitors and members of the public.You are strongly advised to be
at your stand during exhibitor-only times.

You must maintain your supply of stock throughout the show, and use

sold stickers if your display is in danger of becoming depleted.

You are responsible for keeping your stand area clean and tidy during

the show, including removing all your rubbish to the rubbish skip outside

the venue while setting up and packing up. Failure to do so will incur

a $100 + GST cleaning charge.

You must keep your entire display, advertising and serving area

COMPLETELY WITHIN the confines of your own stand, with absolutely

NO encroaching of displays, signs, or marketing into or above the aisles,

unless by prior arrangement. Any offending product or displays will be

removed from the show.

You must ensure that you eliminate the risk of harm to yourself or any

other person during set up, break down and show hours in accordance

with the Health and Safety in Employment Act (1992).

* You may not promote any non-
exhibitor, including the display of
products or advertising material
of any other business or event.

*  To limit nuisance factors to your
neighbours you may not bring any
pets, burn incense, use a
microphone or play any radio
device at the show venue, or
create excessive dust or noise
whilst demonstrating your craft,
unless permission has been
granted.

* At the end of the show you are
required to complete the
anonymous questionnaire which
is delivered to your stand on the
last morning.

*  Packing up may not begin until
5pm on the last show day.

The organisers shall not be liable for any injury to the exhibitor or
his/her assistant(s), or for any loss or damage to the exhibitor's wares
or personal property, or for any warranties of exhibitor's products
covered by the Consumer Guarantees Act. Insurance against such loss
or damage or compliance of any guarantee is the sole responsibility of
the exhibitor.

Any damage to a show venue or the venue grounds caused by an
exhibitor or the exhibitor's assistant(s) will be repaired at the exhibitor's
expense. Any damage made by an exhibitor's faulty electrical equipment
or any exhibitor's faulty electrical equipment repaired by the show's

contracted electrician will be made good at the exhibitor's expense.
